AYALA MUSEUM

IT HAS BEEN NEARLY TWO YEARS SINCE THE AYALA MUSEUM MOVED TO ITS
PRESENT LOCATION AT GREENBELT 4 IN AYALA CENTER, MAKATI. THIS STATE-
OF-THE-ART FACILITY WAS HOST TO NOTEWORTHY EXHIBITIONS AND
IMPORTANT EVENTS SPEARHEADED BY THE AYALA MUSEUM FOR THE LOCAL
AND INTERNATIONAL ART COMMUNITIES.

EXHIBITIONS

In its dual function of exhibiting and preserving outstanding objects
that represent the country’s rich and diverse cultural heritage, the Ayala
Museum organized exhibitions featuring the works of leading modern
and contemporary artists. The 2005 exhibition season began with a
three-part installation of paintings by Federico Aguilar Alcuaz. The
exhibit, entitled Passionate Eyes: Federico Aguilar Alcuaz, featured
over 150 works. The museum also hosted a showing of recent
sculptures by National Artist Arturo Luz.

Harvest of Saints was an exhibition of 33 19th-century religious paintings
that demonstrate the various styles and influences adopted by local
artists from regions such as Bohol, Laguna, and Manila. The museum
published an accompanying full-color exhibition catalogue featuring
an essay by Santiago Albano Pilar. On a 10-year loan to the museum,
these costumes from the Rina Ortiz collection were put on display in
an exhibition called Pifia: 18th—19th Century Philippine Costumes.
Also staged in 2005 was [In]Visible, a large-scale installation by Gabriel
Barredo who is well known for his assemblages and kinetic sculptures.

In 2005, the Ayala Museum hosted the 20th anniversary of the Asian
International Art Exhibition. The AIAE is an annual event that promotes
the exchange of art and ideas among its member countries. With the
theme “Being Asian, Being Asia” the 20th AIAE consisted of 171 new
and recent works from Hong Kong, Indonesia, Japan, Macau, Malaysia,
Mongolia, Korea, the Philippines, Singapore, and Taiwan.

The year ended with the opening of Jaime Zobel’s Journeys with Light:
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A Tribute to Fernando Zobel, which featured 21 fine art prints, including
a large-scale film transparency on glass. The exhibit highlighted the
artistic similarities between photographer Jaime Zobel and his uncle,
modernist painter Fernando Zobel.
